
The Course: ENGL 396H/596 “Global London and the British Empire” is 
a summer study-abroad program set in London and surrounding areas. The 
course begins with a week and a half of class work at Purdue that focuses on 
the importance of England in the development of modern international cul-
tural relations. Students engage in an in-depth study of contemporary British 
literature, culture, history, and politics, and become familiar with the cultural, 
ethnic, and historical layout of London and England. The course continues on 
location in England with three weeks in London and surrounding areas such as 
Oxford, Canterbury, Stonehenge, and Averbury. Students will directly experi-
ence the setting of literary texts and visit sites like the British Museum, the Vic-
toria and Albert Museum, the Museum of London, the National Gallery of Art, 
the Women’s Library, and more. Time in London will also be available for gen-
eral sightseeing, so that students can experience Shakespeare’s Globe Theater, 
Westminster Abbey, the London Eye, the English countryside, etc. Students will 
have two free weekends during which they can travel outside of London, and/
or set their own itineraries. Dates of the program vary, but are generally be-
tween mid-May and the end of June. Graduate students interested in research 
will be given time to explore the British Library, the Bodleian Library in Oxford, 
the Institute of Commonwealth Studies, etc.
