(Art Education only) in the Department of Art and Design. Graduate teaching assistants receive

 spouses are eligible for in-state tuition

A&D 591 Practicum for A&D Teaching Assistants 
Applicants who are awarded a half-time teaching assistantship teach two classes each semester. Teaching assistants have full 
responsibility for their classes but work closely with a faculty coordinator. Teaching Assistants are required to register for A&D 591 
Practicum for Teaching Art & Design each semester they teach. A&D 591 is a seminar course designed to train new and continuing 
A&D TAs in the content, policies, and format of the courses they teach. Topics include problem/project presentation, critique 
techniques, grading, and discipline. Subsequent semesters focus on improving and refining teaching skills.
