The scholarships MAY NOT BE USED for any other
program. If qualified students cannot be found for that program, the scholarships will not be given out.
Students must have an overall GPA of 2.75, and 3.00 in Spanish. Students must have completed
Spanish 301 by the start of the fall semester (for the year-long program) and Spanish 302 by the start of
the spring semester (for the spring semester program).

The application should include: 1) this form; 2) a one-page essay written in Spanish explaining
why you wish to study in Madrid, how the experience will contribute to your professional and personal
development, and why the AFS scholarship would be particularly valuable to you; 3) a current transcript;
and 5) two sealed and signed letters of recommendation, at least one from a Spanish instructor from
Purdue University. Purdue instructors may also submit their letters by e-mail.
