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This seminar will examine the social, cultural, and political events of the 1950s. Topics include: the growth of anticommunism foreign and domestic; development of consumer culture; the role of Hollywood and television in creating new cultural forms; the rise of a powerful youth culture; the emergence of rock and roll; the beat generation; and the emerging struggle for civil rights and equality in the South.  The course will be a mixture audio and visual presentations, and discussion-based class meetings. This course is designed to train history majors in the fundamentals of historical research and writing.
