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HIST 495 is an undergraduate writing seminar  
focused on the people, events, and themes  
associated with the African-American struggle for 
equal justice in the 20th century.  Students in this 
course will read about and develop individual  
research projects on the problem of race and  
racism that has defined modern American society.
