This reading seminar intends to feed the methodological imagination of students by showing
them how economics, psychology, literature, and art can enhance their historical research. It may
help them learn, for example, how developments in psychology can prepare scholars to deal with
the problem of bias that all researchers (regardless of discipline) permanently face in their own
investigations. At the same time, readings will show how the historical method has been applied
to other fields and used to challenge accepted explanations of problems as varied as the behavior
of the market economy or the origins of photography. In short, one of the major goals of the
seminar is to encourage methodological cross-fertilizations that potentially may lead to
innovative contributions in the students’ respective fields. In addition, the readings are global in
scope and cover cases and processes in Europe, Asia, Africa, the US, and Latin America.
